Please don’t forget to hang
your parking pass from your
rear view mirror, or place it
where it is clearly visible when
parking in any common area
unreserved parking space.
Parking passes should be in full

view and not obstructed by other passes, air freshen-
ers, trinkets, etc. JDR Towing (703-856-0270) will tow
any vehicle that is parked in a common area space that
does not have a London Towne parking pass. Parking
passes are not needed for vehicles parked on State
roads (Paddington, Gothwaite, Billingsgate, Wycombe
or Regents Park) or private driveways.

Although parking signs are posted at each entrance to
London Towne, as well as on many courts, it is the re-
sponsibility of each resident to inform guests about Lon-
don Towne’s parking policy. Please do not allow your
guest’s to park in other residents reserved spaces with-
out prior permission. Please do not allow guests to park
in front of shared driveways, blocking the driveway’s
entrance and exit. Please do not allow guests to double
park in any driveway that is not specifically built for more
than one vehicle. In order to prevent guests from being
towed from a common area parking space please be
provide them with a parking pass.

Please remember that parking is permitted on paved
surfaces only (driveways or paved common parking
areas).  Storing disabled or improperly tagged vehicles
anywhere in London Towne (to include private drive-
ways) is not permitted.  Vehicles cannot be parked so
that they block driveways or sidewalks, and parking on
yellow curbs is a violation of Fairfax County law.
Commercial and recreational vehicles can only be
